TO PARENTS/ GUARDIANS: 

 As 2010 is starting,  it is now time to focus towards summer 

2010, which for Camp Taloali means camping.  As was stated in 

the November/December newsletter the cut off date for camping 

for $50 non refundable is March 15, 2010.  

Clarification is needed as what occurred last summer the camp 

allowed all campers to come for one week of camp for the non 

refundable registration.  There were a large number of campers 

and the camp has had some problems recovering financially from 

this.   

The Board of Directors has established the following priorities for 

the $50 non refundable registration.  As of March 15
th

  is the 

application deadline for the eligibility of the $50 for one week of 

camp. All Deaf and Hard of Hearing campers will be awarded the 

week of camp for $50 first.  As applications come in they will be 

numbered so that first in are the first to receive.  If there is 

adequate funding then the siblings/then CODA/then friends of the 

Deaf and Hard of Hearing will be able to come to camp for that 

fee.  Any one registering after the 15
th

 of March (this includes 

Deaf and Hard of Hearing)  will pay full fees unless this camp has 

donated funds for campers and or an organization has funded a 

specific camper.  If any one belongs to organizations that would 

contribute to funding a week at camp for a camper the actual fee 



 

 

for a camper is the $50 non refundable fee plus an additional $350 

for a total of $400.   If you can help to obtain funds that would be 

wonderful.  Any camper who attends the two or three week camp 

pays full fees for week 2 and 3.  See www.taloali.us for fee 

structure for the two and three week camps.
